San Diego Film Student Ignites Seven-City Peace Gathering

Alan Vazquez of National City Unites Peace Seekers to 
“Show That We Exist and That We Care”

SAN DIEGO, Calif. — Feb. 25, 2010 — Twenty-two-year-old Alan Vazquez is knocking on doors everywhere to rally people for peace and join him in a seven-city Peace Gathering on Monday night. He's a young man with a mission, and he's asking people who are seeking peace to come together to show that we exist and that we care. The event will take place at 7:00 p.m. on March 1st in the Martin Luther King, Jr. Promenade Park in downtown San Diego and in six other cities around the country and the world.

A Vancouver film school graduate, Vazquez returned to his native San Diego a year ago and “wanted to do more,” he says. “People my age and of all ages are becoming more conscious about the world situation. I want to help us to come together, to find others who are willing to do something about the problems in the world and to share a moment of peace together.”
The Peace Gathering began as a San Diego-based event that spread rapidly to other cities, first to Vancouver and Coachella. Today, citizens of Cairo, Egypt; Santa Fe, New Mexico; Seattle, Wash.; and Sydney, Nova Scotia committed to host an event, making the total city count seven. The use of social networks such as Facebook has helped to ignite the movement.

The Peace Gathering will feature music, a talk on “The Challenge of Being Peaceful” and a meditation, with the talk and meditation being led by Beth Green, a spiritual teacher and founder of The Stream (www.thestream.org), a Bonsall-based not-for-profit spiritual and educational organization.
